Call for Entry Submission Form

On July 11, 2008, the streets of Maplewood will be filled with people, food, and art, as local residents, artists, performers, and
restaurateurs converge for "Let Them Eat Art," Maplewood's 3rd annual Bastille-Day Arts event. One of the main aspects of this
event is to showcase local artists. This year, “Let Them Eat Art” will offer local artists an opportunity to display and sell their
work in a gallery show at Studio Altius. Best of all, artists will receive 100% of the sale of their artwork (no commissions, fees,
etc). Take advantage of this special event to show and sell your work!

Application details

e Artwork will be displayed in Studio Altius during the "Let Them Eat Art" event, July 11, 2008 6-10p.m. and for the next
several weeks until August 15, 2008.

e Artists may submit up to 3 pieces of artwork per application (multiple applications are acceptable). $50 non-
refundable application fee per application (check or money order, no cash).

e All media is acceptable (oils/acrylic, watercolor, drawings, mixed media, photography, sculpture, wood, metal, glass,
paper, textiles, found objects...) Please keep in mind that this is a community event; offensive material will be rejected
at the discretion of the Art Committee.

e  All art must be framed and ready to hang, or otherwise made ready for display.

e  Artists must submit completed application form along with a CD containing JPEG images of the pieces they wish to
show. The CD should have the artist's name on it. The CD will not be returned. Along with the CD, please include a
printed list containing the following information for each piece of art: filename, Title, media, size, weight (if greater
than 20 lbs.), brief description, and price (or Not For Sale).

e Participating artists may submit up to 10 non-framed prints/lithos to be added for sale for an additional $20 fee. These
prints must be wrapped in plastic or bagged with a label containing the following information: artist name, title,
contact information, price. These works do not need to be submitted for the application.

e Due to space limitations, it is possible that some or all of your works will not be accepted into the show. All
applications will be reviewed by the Art Committee, all effort will be made to accommodate as many works as possible.

Prizes: Hundreds of dollars in prizes will be awarded to recognize outstanding artwork.

Deadlines/dates:

Applications must be postmarked or hand delivered by June 23, 2008. No late applications accepted. Make sure to include: This
application form, signed and dated; $50 application fee---check or money order payable to STUDIO ALTIUS (add $20
for every 10 prints added for sale); CD with images, and printed list with information about the pieces submitted.
